Project continues into 2026

Towards the end of 2025 William, Cerys and | met to discuss the
future of this project and review the work that had occurred during
2025. We had lots to celebrate (much of which has been captured
in the previous newsletters) and | was delighted to be informed
that the clergy and PCC wanted to continue investing in this
ministry for another year. Therefore we agreed on the areas to
develop in 2026 and | am sharing them with you here. These are
the next set of objectives | will be working to throughout this
calendar year. However firstly | wish to thank you for your support
and prayers in 2025 as this project began and ask for your
confinued prayers as | work through the 8 new aims outlined
below.

1) Start evening parents events to support the development of faith
in families - pilot of x2 sessions

2) Research, with clergy, opportunities for Seeker friendly events/
courses/ access points to develop faith in the community

3) Offer a range of holiday events in school holidays, building on
the pilot of Summer Play days last year. x3 this year

4) Continue developing Octotots and working with the team to
promote, deliver and offer pastoral support through this group.
Also visually represent children’s ministry in church/octagon.

5) Organise a ‘Big Church Day In’ (FIND OUT MORE SOON!)

6) Prepare branded suite of resources that clergy can use to
support families ministry

7) Review, report and be accountable on Project progress to clergy,
church and PCC

8) Continue to build on work of 2025 - continuing Sunday Club,
church lunches, developing links between 9.30/11.15 service,
resourcing the physical building and needs for children’s ministry,
recruiting volunteers, discharging Safeguarding responsibility efc.
